IMMIGRATION INFORMATION

When you arrive at St. Johnsbury Academy, you will need to
stop by the Admissions Office to drop off your passport, visa,
and I-20. These documents will be kept in a fireproof safe in the
Admissions Office so that they are available to you when you
need them for travel.

PASSPORT

Your passport is a secure document that you can use whenever
you need proof of identification. You will need your passport
when taking the TOEFL or SAT examinations.

US F1VISA
Your US F1visa is an official endorsement from the United
States that authorizes you to enter, travel in or through, or

leave the United States as a student.

1-20

The completed I-20 form, issued by the St. Johnsbury Academy
Admissions Office, will include all the information the US
Government needs about your term of study, including your
level of study, your field of study, the dates you are expected to
begin and complete your studies, and your ability to pay for
your education. Keep your I-20 with your passport because
you will be asked for it when you enter the United States. Make
sure your I-20 is signed at the bottom of the first page by both
the student and parent.

Itis important that the Admissions Office knows when you
arrive at St. Johnsbury Academy because your I-20 must be
registered in SEVIS. Your US address and your semester
beginning and end dates must be entered into the SEVIS
system. This informs the Department of Homeland Security
that you have arrived at your school destination and are
fulfilling the conditions of your US F1 Visa.

1-94

The U.S. Customs and Border Protection has an automated
Form I-94 process. The paper form will no longer be provided;
instead the traveler will be provided with a CBP admission
stamp on their travel document. If a traveler needs a copy of
their I-94 (record of admission for verification of alien
registration, immigration status or employment
authorization), it can be obtained from www.cbp.gov/194.
This notation essentially means you are welcome to stay in the
United States as long as you are a student in school with valid
and, if necessary, updated papers. You will have to remain a
full-time student for your status to be valid.

WHAT TO BRING: CLOTHING
SJA UNIVERSAL DRESS CODE

We understand a person’s clothing to be an indicator of
self-respect, and respect for the larger community. Our dress
code creates a culture of belonging and equity and creates an
environment conducive to learning. Further, the dress code
at St. Johnsbury Academy, much like our other policies, seeks
to prepare our students for adulthood.

We ask students to consider their day and select clothing that is
appropriate with the learning opportunities at hand. There will
be days that we ask students to dress somewhat more formally,
such as for their Capstone presentations and other school
events, as they might dress for any other formal or special
occasion. All clothing should be neat, clean, appropriate, free
of holes, images, and words, not transparent, and in alignment
with the following requirements:

Bottoms:

Dress pants (with or without pattern), khakis, or dress pants of
a single color, or skirts (dresses and skirts should be no shorter
than two inches above the knee)

Tops:

Dress shirts (with or without a tie or collar), polos, blouses,
turtlenecks, and sweaters (button-down dress shirts need to
be buttoned). All tops must have sleeves of some kind, cover
the midriff, and have appropriate necklines.

We expect that a student’s hair is a naturally occurring
color, neat, clean, and kept out of their eyes. Facial hair is
not permitted.

Jewelry:
A single nose piercing is allowed. Septum piercings, other
facial piercings, and spacers are not allowed.

Outerwear:
All outerwear must be removed inside; these include hooded
sweatshirts, crew neck sweatshirts and hats.

The following items are not allowed: t-shirts, sweatpants,

cargo pants, (pants with pockets on sides) shorts, yoga pants

or athletic pants (sweatpants, dance pants with flair or bell
bottoms with or without a print), blue jeans, flip flops, Crocs,
and slippers. Leggings are permitted if worn under a dress-code
appropriate dress or skirt.

VARIETY DAYS

If a day is designated a “Variety Day,” either to raise money
for a cause or for any other reason, then all students may
wear jeans and other casual clothes (still neat, clean and
appropriate). On Variety Days, students may not wear pajama
pants. Students may not wear leggings unless under a dress
code appropriate dress or skirt.

COMMENCEMENT ATTIRE

Itis expected that students will wear formal dress appropriate
for the weekend of Commencement. This attire includes
dress code appropriate attire or nicer. Students must wear a
dress shoe or dress sandal. Facial hair is not allowed for
Commencement activities.

Students must
plan to leave for vacations and return from vacation on the
designated dates. Students are required to be in class until the
close of school prior to each vacation.

As aresult, we respectfully ask that you do not request early
departure times or additional vacation days. Students who miss
final exams or other assignments as a result of an unexcused
absence will receive a grade of “0” on those assignments.

Seniors are required to remain on campus and participate in
all commencement events through graduation.

Students planning to attend Resident Life trips
should have sufficient funds available for payment
prior to departure.

TRAVEL/VACATION INFORMATION FOR ATHLETES

St. Johnsbury Academy’s athletic experience includes
interscholastic competition against other schools. There
are times, particularly during the winter and spring sports

seasons, that our athletes are expected to stay on campus
during vacation and after graduation to play on our teams.
The Resident Life Office will arrange housing for athletes
at these times.

Pre-Season Fall and Holiday Break
American football practices begin August 12; students should
arrive on August 11.

Other fall sports begin August 15; students should arrive
August 14.

For Holiday break, winter athletes return on January 5.

Athletes playing spring sports are expected to remain at school
during spring break.

Spring athletes competing in spring sports are expected to
remain at school until their seasons have ended. This is often
later than commencement.

Students are not permitted to go on unsupervised trips during
school vacations.

Students traveling to and from Boston are encouraged to
take Dartmouth Coach bus (www.dartmouthcoach.com)
for approximately $40. This is a safe and convenient
coach bus that travels between Lebanon, NH, and Logan
Airport several times a day. Total cost for travel to and
from Boston’s Logan Airport using Dartmouth Coach and
including Academy transportation, is approximately
$100. Otherwise, the Academy charges $250 for Boston
Logan transportation via van directly to Boston Logan.

SJA BOARDING LIFE

RESIDENT LIFE MENTORING PROGRAM

In addition to having resident life faculty (called dorm
proctors) in each dormitory to monitor adherence to daily
structure and general rules, each student has a dorm proctor
that serves as a mentor. The role of the mentor is to maintain
close contact with each student to help ensure he or she is
following our academic and social expectations, participating
effectively in the resident life program, and setting and
achieving appropriate goals. Mentors also advocate for

their students during challenging times and help celebrate
their successes.

Mentors meet with students in the dormitory individually or

in small groups to promote the Resident Life curriculum, a
defined program that serves to nurture students living in a
residential setting,.

Mentors will write letters to parents several times per year

to report on student progress in the boarding program. These
reports will provide comments about each student as well as a
standards-based evaluation of study habits, involvement in the
community, and specific aspects of character development.

ON-CAMPUS TECHNOLOGY

The Academy maintains a campus-wide fiber backbone
network that is connected to the Internet with a high-speed
connection. Students can access the Internet across the

entire campus and dorm facilities through over 250 wireless
access points.

ACADEMY TECHNOLOGY, PORTAL, AND

E-MAIL ACCOUNTS

St. Johnsbury Academy has a wide variety of technology
platforms to support our diverse curriculum and learning
environment. Students will be exposed to various devices and
operating systems including Windows, Mac, and Chrome.
Students do not need a device with a specific operating system
as most all class requirements can be accessed via a web-
browser on any device. The Academy will provide devices for
those specialty courses that require additional technology.
Students may bring their own device to campus or have access
to a school-issued Chromebook program for a nominal fee.
Each student will have a school issued STJLABS (Google) email
account that is used to communicate with teachers; login for
their Learning Management System (CANVAS); login for
Google Platform Tools; and the school video collaboration
platform which is ZOOM. Students will become fluent in the
Google and Microsoft platforms as well as other web-based
applications that will be integral in their academic journey.



DORMITORY INTERNET ACCESS

Our dormitories have robust access to the Internet via a
comprehensive wired and wireless network that is available
from 6AM to midnight on school nights. The Academy network
is compatible with all types of devices. We ensure access to
social networking sites that are safe so that students can
communicate with their families and friends.

RESPONSIBILITIES AND SUPPORT

If you plan to purchase or already own a laptop, please ensure
that the warranty can be honored in the United States. That
way, if there are any issues, the machine can be serviced by
the manufacturer or its designated service center. We highly
recommend anti-virus protection for personal computers.

Academy Information Technology staff will not be able to
provide comprehensive support for personal laptop computers
due to operating system language and licensing issues. Limited
student technical support is provided by an organized group of
IT intern students who can assist in resolving many of the most
common user-level and hardware-related computer issues.

INTERNET SAFETY AND STEWARDSHIP

All access to the Internet is filtered to ensure student safety
and compliance with applicable laws. As such students should
not be using Virtual Private Networks (VPNs) to circumvent
security and safety measures. Our Internet capacity on campus
is a shared resource across all resident dorms, so each student
must be mindful of their role as a steward in utilizing the

Internet.

PURCHASING COMPUTERS AND PERIPHERALS

The Academy has a program to allow students to purchase
computers, peripherals, and warranty support. Interested

HONOR CODE
